Do you love Jesus with all your heart?  Play a fun trivia game answering 
questions about Jesus.  The person/team with the most points, wins. 
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I Love Jesus Game- Cut out a large heart out of butcher block paper.  
Write “I love Jesus” inside the heard.  Have the children decorate the 
heart then attach it to the wall about equal to the children’s height.
